Wide-eyed Scout is fascinated with the people 
of her small southern town, but there’s a rumble of thunder just under 
the calm surface of life here. As tensions rise within the community, 
the bewildered girl turns to her father. Atticus, a lawyer, explains that 
these tensions stem from his legal defense of a young Negro wrongfully 
accused of a grave crime. When Scout asks why he is taking on such a 
hopeless fight, he replies, “Because if I didn’t, I couldn’t hold my head 
up.” This play explores the racial tensions of the early 20th-century 
South and applauds the strength of those who fight injustice.
